HISTORICAL BACKGROUND

SOON AFTER THE INTRODUCTION OF PREPAID POSTAGE AND USE OF THE FIRST POSTAGE
STAMP IN ENGLAND IN 1840, THE POSTAL AUTHORITIES RECOGNIZED A NEED FOR CLEAR
AND LEGIBLE POSTMARKS AS WELL AS AN IMPROVEMENT IN THE HANDLING OF THE
EVER-INCREASING VOLUME OF MAIL.

IN 1853, PEARSON HILL, SON OF ROWLAND HILL (SOCALLED 'FATHER' OF THE
PREPAID POSTAGE STAMP) BECAME INVOLVED WITH THOSE PROBLEMS, AND BY 1857 HE
HAD DEVELOPED AND PATENTED THE FIRST RAPID POSTMARKING MACHINE!

BETWEEN 1857-1912, THE LONDON GENERAL POST OFFICE TESTED AND/OR EVALUATED
NO LESS THAN EIGHTEEN MACHINES, MOST OF WHICH WERE OF NON-BRITISH MANUFACTURE.
