I.—LETTER AIR MAILS.

1. Any kind of letter packet may be sent by Air Mail, but printed p.ape.rs,'commgraal papers
and samples must be prepaid at the rates for letters, except where otherwise indicated in the tables
on pages 5, 8, 9 and 10. The limits of size and maximum weight are the same as for similar
correspondence sent by ordinary post. Air.Mail letters can be accepted for registration, but
insurance is limited to letters and boxes for Holland and Switzerland. The ordinary arrangements
for express delivery and the use of thegreen label system (for articles liable to Customs duty) appl}.'.

2. A special blue Air Mail label must be affixed to the top left-hand corner of every Air Mail
packet. These labels may be obtained free of charge at any Post Office. Lptters bearing a manuscript
indication ‘¢ By Air Mail ** will be accepted, but the absence of an Air Mail label may lead to delay.

3. e full value of the postage (se¢ pages 3-5, 8-10) must be affixed at the top right-
