Notz: For mail to be weighed and rated, the
counter at King Edward Bu lding is open from
8 a.m. to 8 p.m. Monday to Friday and from 9 a.m.
to 4 p.m. Saturday. At Trafalgar Square Branch
Office, which is open always, mail can be weighed
and rated at any time. Overnight and on Saturday
evening and Sunday, the posting times in this
leaflet also apply to Trafalgar Square B.O.
Ask at your Head or your Branch Po:t Office for
local posting times. They are generally earlier
than London Chief Office times. Glasgow and
Manchester have some local posting umes for
North America.
