Letter Mail: For Europe there is no special charge
for air conveyance and no special need for air mail
marking. Letters, letter packets and postcards are
sent by air whenever this will give earlier delivery.

Other Classes of Mail: There is no air mail service
to Europe for other classes of mail. If you want
the quickest possible delivery for Printed Papers,
Phonopost Packets, Samples and Small Packets you
should pay the letter rate or, where appropriate,
the postcard rate. Literature for the Blind is sent
by air free of postage up to 2 Ib.
