
COMMUNICATION WITH PRISONERS OF WAR AND 

CIVILIANS IN JAPAN AND JAPANESE OCCUPIED 
TERRITORIES . . (Post Office Leaflet P2327B) 

I. The-arrangements described in this leaflet apply 
to communication with :-

(i) British (including Dominion, Indian and 
Colonial) and Allied Service Personnel whose names 

. have appeared in official lists as prisoners of war in 
Japanese hands. 

(H) . British (including Domipion, Indian and 
Colonial) and Allied Service Personnel whose names 
have not yet appeared in official lists as prisoners 
of war, but who have been posted as missing from 
the Far East theatres of war. 

(iii) British (including Dominion, Indian and 
Colonial) civilians already notified as interned in 
Japan or any Japanese-occupied territory. (As a 
special arrangement letters and postcards for 
British (including Dominion, Indian and Colonial) 
civilians wpo have not yet been notified as being 
interned will also be accepted, provided they are 
addressed in the form indicated in Section 4. This 
concession may, however, have to be reconsidered 
if and when complete lists of internees are received 
from the Japanese authorities.) 

(iv) -Interned civilians of other than British 
nationality provided that a definite internment camp 
address is known. (Correspondence cannot be 
accepted for uninterned civilians.) 

WHAT CAN BE SENT, 
CONDITIONS, ETC. 

2. (i) Only letters ~md postcards addressed as 
shown in Sections 3 and 4 may be sent. They 
should be posted in the ordinary way and should 
not be sent to the British Red Cross Society to be 
forwarded. No postage is required. 

Parcels and other packets and money orders 
cannot be forwarded. 
In order to avoid delay in Japanese censorship, 
letters should be brief (Le., not exceeding two sides 
of an ordinary sheet of notepaper). They should 
preferably be in English, French or -German, but 
where both the writer and the addressee understand 
Japanese the letters may be written in Japanese. 

. -
Letters should preferably be typewritten, but if 
typewriting is not possible it is recommended that 
they should be written in block-lettering; if 
ordinary handwriting is used it must be very clear. 

Only relatives and close friends should write, and 
in present circumstances no object will be served 
by anyone family writing more than once a fort­
night. . 

No enclosures whatever are allowed • 

The use of home-made envelopes, economy labels 
or adhesive paper is not allowed. 
There is no air mail service and letters cannot 
be registered or insured. 
Letters of enquiry addressed to the Japanese Red 
Cross cannot be forwarded. 

(H) Letters and postcards must deal only with 
purely personal matters, and care must be taken 
that no information of any kind which might be 
of use to the enemy is given. 
No references to naval, military, aerial, economic 
or political matters are allowed. . 

(Ui) The name and address of the sender should 
be shown on the back of the envelope: members 
of H.M. Forces should, however, give the civilian 
address of a relative or friend who would be willing 
to forward replies. Members of Allied Forces who 
are in doubt about the address they may use should 
apply to their own headquarters for guidance. 

(iv) Telegrams cannot be accepted. 

METHOD OF ADDRESS 
It is important that the instr uctions given 
below should be strictly adhered to. A diagram 
of an addressed envelope is shown on page 4.
