Im pursuance of Regulation 4 of the Gas (Declaration! of
Calorific Value) Regulations 1972 and Regulation! 3 (3)
of the Gas (Metrication) Regulations 1980, the British
Gas Corporation, North Eastern1 Region, hereby declare
that on or after 1st November 1981, the calorific value of
all gas supplied in the areas described by reference to
Local Authority Districts shall be as set out in the
Schedule.

NOTE: The Scheme which follows this Note has been
made under section 21 of the British Telecommunications
Act 1981 and will come into operation on 1st October
1981. It amends the Post Office Telegram Scheme 1981
•(Post Office Scheme T2/1981).

The principal Scheme will continue to have effect as
from the day appointed by the Secretary of State under
powers conferred on him by the British Telecommunica-
tions Act 1981 for the taking over by British Telecom-
munications from the Post Office of functions relating to
•telecommunication, as if it were a Scheme made by
British Telecommunications under Section 21 of the Act of
1981. This amending Scheme amends the principal Scheme
to take account of a reduction) in the published charges1 for
additional words in international meteorological telegrams
.and by the deletion of the provisions1 relating to the
Complaints1 Panel.

THE BRITISH TELECOMMUNICATIONS TELEGRAM
AMENDMENT (NO. 1) SCHEME 1981

Made - 25th September 1981
Coming inta operation - 1st October 1981

British Telecommunications, by virtue of the powers
•conferred upon it by Section 21 of the British Telecom-
munications Act 1981, and all other powers enabling it
in this behalf, hereby makes the following Scheme:

•Commencement and Citation
1. This Scheme shall come into operation on 1st Octo-

ber 1981 and may be cited as the British Telecommuni-
cations Telegram Amendment (No. 1) Scheme 1981.

Interpretation
2.—(1) This Scheme.shall be read as one with the Post

Office Telegram Scheme 1981 (Post Office Scheme T2/1981)
•(hereinafter called1 " the principal Scheme", whicb has

effect as from 1st October 1981 as if made by British
Telecommunications under Section 21 of the British Tele-
communications Act 1981).

(2) The Interpretation Act 1978 applies for the interpre-
tation of this Scheme as it applies for the interpretation of
an Act of Parliament.

Complaints Panel
3. Paragraph 13 of the principal Scheme shall be de-

leted.

Charges for the transmission of telegrams to places out-
side the United Kingdom, the Isle of Man, the- Channel
Islands and the Republic of Ireland.

4. For Item 7 of Schedule 4 to the principal Scheme
there shall be substituted the following:

" Meteorological telegram
(a) to places in charge bands 1-4:

(i) fixed- charge 1-50
plus

(ii) for each chargeable word in the tele-
gram 0-10

(b) to places in charge band 5:
(i) fixed charge 1-50

plus
(ii) for each chargeable word in the tele-

gram 0-12±".

THE POST OFFICE INLAND POST AMENDMENT
(No. 7) SCHEME 1981

Made - 2Sth August 1981
Coming into operation 28th September 1981

The Post Office, by virtue of the powers conferred upon
it by section 28 of the Post Office Act 1969, and all
other powers enabling it in this behalf, hereby makes the
following Scheme:
Commencement, citation and interpretation

1.—(1) This Scheme shall come into operation on 28th
September 1981 and may be cited as the Post Office Inland
Post Amendment (No. 7) Scheme 19*1.

(2) This Scheme shall be read as one with the Post
Office Inland Post Scheme 1979 (Post Office Scheme
PI/1979) (hereinafter called "the Scheme") as amended
by Post Office Inland Post Amendment (No. 1) Scheme
1979 (Post Office Scheme P5/1979) the Post Office Inland
Post Amendment (No. 2) Scheme 1980 (Post Office Scheme
PI/1980), the Post Office Inland Post Amendment (No. 3)
Scheme 1980 (Post Office Scheme P6/1980), the Post
Office Inland Post Amendment (No. 4) Scheme 1981 (Post
Office Scheme PI/1981), the Post Office Inland Post
Amendment (No. 5) Scheme 1981 (Post Office Scheme
P5/1981) and the Post Office Inland Post Amendment
(No. 6) Scheme 1981 (Post Office Scheme Pll/1981).
Datapost service

2. Part XV of the Scheme shall be deleted and the
following inserted in its place:

"PART XV
Datapost service

75.—(1) A Datapost packet shall bear the word
" Datapost" or such' other word, words, lines or marks
as the Post Office may require. The sender of the
packet shall complete (and deliver up to the officer
of the Post Office referred to in Schedule 8A) such
forms and1 other documents, and attach to the packet
such label in such position as the Post Office may
prescribe.

(2) This service may be provided by the Post Office
at such times, .during such periods, between such places
