We, the Commissioners of His Majesty's Treasury, in exer­
cise of all powers given to us bv the Post Office Acts, or any 
of them, and of all other powers enabling us !n this behalf, 
do by this Warrant, ma.de on the representation of His 
Majesty's Postmaster-General (testified by his signing the 
same) and under the hands of two of us the said Commissioners, 
order, direct and declare as follows : -

1. This Warrant may be cited as " The Foreign and 
Colonial Parcel Post Amendment (No. 1) Warrant 
1902." 

2. This Warrant shall be read as one with the Foreign 
and Colonial Parcel Post WaITant 1902* \hereinafter 
referred to as " The Principal Warrant "). 

3. (1) Subject to such rules as the Postmaster-General 
may from time to time prescribe, the Postmaster­
General may, at the request of the _sender of an 
outgoing insured parcel, and on prepayment by such 
sender of the sum or fee of twopence halfpenny, 
obtain and forward to such sender an acknowledgment 
or certificate of the delivery of such parcel at the 
place to which the said parcel is addressed. 

(2) This regulation shall not apply to a parcel addressed 
to a country or place which does not for the time 
being undertake to obtain or give an acknowledgment 
or certificate of the delivery of such parcel. 
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4. This Warrant shall come into operation on the first Commence-
h mentof day of January One thousand nine hundred and t ree. Warrant.
