Warrant") and all w·arrants amending the same. 

2. 'l'he Principal Warrant shall apply to letters posted in the 
United Kingdom for transmission to Brunei in the Island of 
Borneo, as if the same were one of the countries or places 
specified in the Second Schedule to the Principal Warrant. 
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3. This Warrant may be cited as " 'l'he Foreign and Colonial Short title. 
Post Amendment (No. 10) Warrant, 1911." 

4. This Warrant shall come into operation on the 11th day Commence-
of August, One thousand nine hundred and eleven. ment.
